+ You are also eligible if your loved one is receiving home care, in a skilled
nursing or healthcare facility OR

You have lost a loved one within the past two years who was in any of the
above situations.

If you meet the caregiver status requirements, we encourage you to submit an
application. Pick an eligible Road Scholar learning adventure in the United States or
Canada you’d like to attend and use the personal statement section of the application
to tell us why it inspires you and how the financial and personal responsibilities of
serving as a caregiver make it difficult for you to attend without a Caregiver Grant.
This is your chance to tell us about yourself and what the opportunity to go on a
program would mean to you.

We recommend that you submit your application at least 3 months prior to your
selected program start date. If your application is approved, we’ll award you a
Caregiver Grant toward the cost of the program. Please read the sections on the back
for important information about the application requirements and what to expect if
your application is approved.

In order to be reviewed by the Caregiver Grant Committee, all parts of the
application must be complete, including the program number and date for which you are applying. Please answer the
questions thoughtfully and thoroughly. Your answers will be used to determine eligibility, and incomplete applications will
not be reviewed.

We cannot review an application for a program with a start date of less than 6 weeks or an enrollment that has already
been paid in full. The review of an application takes 4-6 weeks once it has been received by the committee; applications are
reviewed in the order that they are received and cannot be expedited. Therefore, please ensure that you are submitting this
application early enough to allow time to enroll and make your travel arrangements after you receive your award letter. We
recommend that you apply at least 3 months prior to your selected program start date.
